As you will have seen from my previous letter, we are very 

grateful to Mrs Judd for being willing to work full-time until the 

summer. I am sure this arrangement will enable greater 

continuity for the children in Class 1.  Also a big óWelcomeô 

to Hannah Judd who joins us in Y4.  
 

You may be interested to know a few things happening behind 

the scenes that are part of our commitment to build on our 

strengths and improve the school for the future. I will be 

working with a National Lead Educator with experience of 

Executive Headship this term to provide me with advice and 

guidance as I seek to lead the two schools. My aim is to build 

on the current strengths of both schools without fundamentally 

changing the ethos that makes them so special.  
 

Teachers are also building on their professional development by 

working alongside a team of Advanced Skills Teachers.  This 

sharing of ideas is providing opportunities to enrich our 

teaching and learning across the curriculum.. 
 

Much of my work during the autumn was preparatory and 

information gathering as I sought to get to know the children, 

their families, the staff and wider school community. I have 

been very impressed by what I have discovered and feel both 

privileged and proud to be leading Sheepscombe School. I am 

currently working with the governors to produce a new school 

development plan focussing on the key areas for improvement. I 

am very excited to be part of this school and am looking 

forward to a bright future together. 
 

In September Mrs Judd and Mrs Robertson jointly took 

responsibility for the Special Educational Needs co-ordination 

across the school. This is a huge undertaking and they have both 

worked incredibly hard to improve our SEN provision. We have 

received excellent support from the senior SEN advisor in the 

Local Authority which has been extremely helpful. Last Friday 

Mrs Judd and Mrs Robertson became students again at the 

University of Gloucester when they started their óNational 

Award for Special Educational Needs Coordination 

Postgraduate Certificateô training. This is a year-long part-time 

course covering every aspect of Special Needs Education and 

will be of great benefit to the school.
